Abstract

Through the study of manuscript MSS/11720 in the National Library of Spain, this article
examines patents of nobility and probanzas, or permanent records of evidence, their production,
physical characteristics and artistry, and their use as diplomatic documents. This manuscript belonged
to the Praves, a prominent family of classicizing architects who commissioned, had illuminated and
owned it until it passed to the library of Juan Alfonso de Guerra y Sandoval, Phillip V’s chronicler
and king of arms.
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
